Dear Parents and students

We are planning a major event in February 2012 and we need your help, your energy and your enthusiasm.

You will remember that last year, in partnership with Concept 2, makers of Indoor Rowing machines and Hinksey Sculling School, a local charity, we organised a major whole school event.
On February 5th and 6th  we will be ready to go again: 60 rowing machines, music, software, adjudicators……every student in the school will row on a Concept 2 machine for exactly two minutes where students will have a chance to set a new personal best. There will also be a team 2012km challenge, a sixth form and staff fancy dress event, an inter-school competition along with an event for the John Watson School. 
The purpose is twofold. We want our students to appreciate the health and fitness benefits of indoor rowing. This is a sport which is accessible to everyone and which is fun, motivating and accessible. We have a number of students who have competed successfully in national events on and off the water. Our school indoor rowing league is growing all the time. We also run a club every week during the Summer term which any student can join.

Indoor Rowing brings fitness benefits, but we also want to raise funds for the school. 
We are asking every student to aim for a minimum of TEN POUNDS in sponsorship. We would like to add at least one more table tennis table for the summer term and increase the range of seating.
